Motions
Motions can come from affiliated organisations, be they national, regional or local bodies.
We would ask that motions are kept to below 500 words and, as this is the launch conference for the campaign, concentrate on the next steps for the campaign.
Motions need to be in by 28 April, and we will then circulate them before 1 May. Amendments need to be in by 6 May. Please keep amendments to 150 words.
Delegates/members and observers
Any supporter of the campaign, someone who agrees with the aims and the programme of the campaign, can come along as a delegate. We are also asking that trade / student union bodies send delegates to the conference. From the conference, we will introduce membership for the campaign. Anyone who comes to the conference as a delegate will be considered a member. Members/delegates can speak, vote, and move motions.
Observer’s tickets are also available. This means that people who don’t necessarily want to sign up to join the campaign, but want to find out more, are able to do so and attend all of the sessions and discussions throughout the day. Observers cannot speak, vote or move motions.

Elections

We are currently proposing that the following positions be elected from the conference: National Organiser, Chair, Trade Union Organiser, Student Organiser, coordinating committee and possibly others.
We request that all nominations are received by 6 May. Nominations can come from affiliated organisations, be they national, regional or local bodies.
